The British Quality Assurance Agency (QAA)certified
MSDE programme - an exemplary infernational ex-
change program with a 17-year history of partnership
between Korean and British universities - boasts a
high proportion of graduates securing posts in major
multinational companies including Samsung, LG, and
Hyundai.
