Ranking and Milestones

Since its inception in 1969, Taylor’s has continuously provided excellent
services for its students in terms of diverse study options, relevant curriculum
and teaching methods, on-going partnerships with leading universities
worldwide, strong industry linkages, up-to-date facilities and a well-equipped
campus. Taylor’s University offers a myriad of courses in tertiary education
encompassing fields such as Architecture, Computer Science, Engineering,
Quantity Surveying, Biosciences, Law, Pharmacy, Business, Mass
Communications, Creative Media, Hospitality, Tourism and Culinary Arts.

Taylor’s University was also awarded 5-Star rating in seven categories of the
QS Stars Rating 2019-2022 namely Online Learning, Teaching,
Employability, Internationalisation, Facilities, Inclusiveness and Subject
Ranking; recognising the strength of Taylor’s Hospitality and Leisure
Management. These achievements are important milestones for Taylor’s, in
line with its aim of becoming one of Asia’s leading universities.
